Actual hours will vary based on
ongoing needs and Museum activities and will be determined ongoing in direct coordination with the Buildings
and Grounds Manager. This position is not eligible for benefits, PTO or holiday pay. This position is eligible for
overtime. Key attributes include dependability, self-motivation and flexibility, and the ability to maintain a positive
attitude while dealing with the unexpected. Further, as the Museum is a growing, inclusive organization, any
candidate should be open to performing a variety of tasks and look forward to working with friendly and
collaborative people.
